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Daily PBL Journal
Each team member should use this document as a guideline for the daily journal of the work they are doing for this project.  This should be used anytime you are working on this project, but is required for each class-day and formal project time.  Note that not all questions are required to be answered for each day, but several questions should be addressed each day and all questions should be answered at least once in the life of the project:
Guiding Questions:
1. What is my overall impression of this project as it gets underway (refer to the Entry Event and Storyboard)?

2. What is the major project milestone we worked on today (refer to your Task List & Timeline)?
3. What were the specific project goals I worked on today (refer to the KNTK Log)?
4. What specific scaffolding activities did I do today and what did I learn from doing it (refer to the KNTK Log)?
5. What did I accomplish today opposite the project requirements (include SPECIFIC information – especially if it supports the mastery of any unit/project goals or helps you formulate your final product)?
6. What SPECIFIC things did I do today in my Team Role that helped ensure the project’s success (refer to your team contract)?
7. What feedback did I receive today from my team-mates and/or the teacher?
8. What questions and/or concerns do I have about the project, the unit goals, or what still needs to be done?

9. What should I continue doing that is working or what do I need to do differently to ensure the project Task List & Timeline is met, that I am mastering all unit goals, and that I am developing a high quality product?
10. What SPECIFIC items will I be working on next (note them on your Task List & Timeline, as appropriate)?
